Tutor models the sentence. 


Student repeats.


3. 	Tutor asks the question “What is this?”


	Student answers.


4.	Tutor reviews all previous words after each new word.




















Pronunciation


Tutor tells the sounds they are contrasting.  


Tutor reads words for first sound. 


 Student repeats each word. 


Tutor reads words for second sound.


Student repeats each word.





Tutor contrasts each set of minimal pairs.


Student repeats the words.  (Tutor listens to hear difference.)





3. 	Tutor gives a word from one of the two sounds and student tries to identify the sound.





4.	Tutor gives two words with either the same sound or different sounds.  Student identifies whether it is the same sound or different sounds.
